From Sergeant Slavin — “Cheltenham Detectives are currently investigating a strong armed robbery incident that
occurred on Wednesday 3/07/07 at approximately 1030pm. The incident occurred in the 100 block of Boncouer
Road. The victim had just arrived home and was approached from behind by a B/M. The B/M claimed to be lost
and when the victim turned around the actor punched her and stole her purse.

The victim described the actor as: a B/M approximately 5'8 to 510", wearing a black puffy winter jacket with a
fur lined collar. The actor is believed to have fled the area in a silver full size 4 door vehicle. Our Detective
Division is currently working on identifying the actor responsible for this crime and we have plain clothes
