From Sergeant John Slaven:

An Armed Robbery was Reported on 9/26/09 @ the Melrose Train Station Inbound
Platform

On Saturday Sept. 26th, 2009 at approximately 1135 PM an armed robbery was reported at the
Melrose Train Station. The victims were standing on the inbound platform and were approach by
two B/Ms. One male produced a handgun and one victim was knocked to the ground and the
victims were robbed. Both actors fled south along the train tracks into Phila. Phila PD was also
notified to search the area. A K9 track was performed and some of the victim's items were
recovered on 66th Ave in Phila.

The suspects were described as follows:

Suspect #1- 25-30 yrs of age, muscular build, 6' tall, dark complexion with a light beard. This
actor was last seen wearing a black hooded sweatshirt and black pants



Suspect #2- 25-30 yrs of age, thin build, 510" tall, med complexion with a full beard. This actor
was armed with a handgun and was also wearing a black hooded sweatshirt and black pants.

From Friday 9/25/09 to Sunday 9/27/09 two residential burglaries were reported in the
Melrose Park area.

One incident occurred in the 7600 block of Elizabeth Road occurred sometime over the weekend
(Fri. to Sun.) and involved forced entry to a window.

The second incident was reported in the 7600 block of Lafayette Ave. and occurred sometime
between 0900 AM on Sat. 9/26 and 0020 hrs on Sunday 9/27.

Cheltenham Detectives are investigating the three incidents.

Please advise everyone to immediately report suspicious persons or incidents to Police. If
you are away from your home for an extended time period, secure your property and set
your alarm when leaving. Another suggestion would be to ask your neighbors to keep an
eye on your home while you are away.
